YOUNG BOY GETS NEW WHEELCHAIR

Ig La Grange is a member of the
Piet Retief Lodge and is a master
Mason of 5 years. In a heart
warming story, members of vari-
ous lodges banded together to
raise R 12 000.00 to buy Ig's son a
new wheelchair.

Ig’s son was born with Spina Bifida
and at 8 years of age is wheel
chair bound and has to wear dia-
pers. Spina Bifida or “split spine” is
a developmental birth defect
where the spinal cord does not
form completely. This results in
limited or no movement in the
lower body as well as minimal
bladder control.

As one can imagine, the costs of
caring for someone with this dis-
ability are exorbitant and the family
were unable to afford a new
wheelchair. Once this need was

brought to the attention of Piet
Retief lodge, a campaign to raise
funds was established by Len
Muller.

In a demonstration of true
“Masonry in Action”, masons from
various lodges and constitutions
donated money for not only the
customised wheelchair, but for the
costs of diapers as well.

The La Grange family would like
to pass on their sincere gratitude
to everyone who has not only do-
nated funds, but offered their sup-
port in these difficult times.

WHEELCHAIR PROJECT

Most people at some point in their
lives require the assistance of a
wheelchair to get around. Unfortu-
nately, wheelchairs are rather ex-
pensive and there is often a short-
age of them.

The M.S.C. have an ongoing pro-
ject whereby wheelchairs are
hired out to those who need them
for up to four months. M.S.C. re-
quire a R200 donation, which is
pooled for the cost of repair and
maintenance of the chair. This
goes a long way in assisting those
brethren who are in need.

Whilst the project has been hugely
successful, it received a boost at a
meeting held at C.E.R.T. in Boks-
burg recently. A new cost efficient
chair was presented that is made
from a standard garden chair at a
fraction of the cost of a standard

wheelchair.

Four of these
chairs have
already been
donated to
Steletzia Care
Centre who
had one chair
for 800 peo-
ple.
